· Meticulously prepare your applications and essays.  Ask someone to proof your essays.  Don’t forget to spell check.  

· Ask a teacher, pastor, and/or youth leader to fill out recommendations.  Most schools will require one recommendation to be from a teacher.  

· Submit request to have your transcripts sent.  See Mrs. Burns, the registrar.  

November/December

· Take time to visit the colleges and/or universities you are interested in.  Many colleges visit LCHS in the fall.  This is a great time to ask about scholarships.

· Watch for Early Admission deadlines.  

· Complete all applications.  Make sure all admission materials are in.  

· Pick up a Financial Aid Form (FAFSA) in the Career Center.  They will be available in the Career Center near Thanksgiving time.  

January/February

· Attend Financial Aid Seminar at LCHS in January.
· Watch for housing deadlines and deposits.  
· File the FAFSA by February 15.  
· Stay up-to-date with scholarships both from your schools and local ones.  The library and the Career Center post the local scholarships.
